OK, 

we have also called it Bible 101 or Bonehead Bi-

ble.  But you get the point.  We all have to begin 

somewhere.  

*   For you of deeper biblical desire, Paul Scott has 

agreed to teach a Bible study on St. Paul’s letter 

to the Colossians.  When we have the specific 

time we will announce this opportunity.
