Debt Payoff Campaign ï Public Phase 
  

We Built It ï We Use It ï Now Itôs Time to Finish Paying for It. 
  

We moved into our original Church building in September, 2000.  By 2005, it became obvious to all of us that more 

space was required:  more classrooms for children, youth and adults, a fully functional Fellowship Hall, a dedicated 

Sanctuary in which we didnôt have to move chairs each week, an expanded commercial kitchen and maybe even a 

Chapel for quiet contemplation and prayer. 

  

With the enthusiastic support of the congregation, we undertook to significantly expand our facilities. 

  

These pictures depict some of the many activities now being carried out using our expanded building.  Construction 

began in 2006 and we moved in to the additional space in May, 2008. 

  

All told, the new expansion cost a total of $4.8 million dollars.  Through initial pledges in this Building Expansion 

Campaign and cash contributions we raised $3.0 million by the end of 2009.  The additional funds came from bor-

rowed money, a Christian based private foundation ($700,000, no interest) and the Bank of Jackson Hole (varying 

amounts under a $1.5 million line of credit).  We also utilized our accumulated cash reserves of $400,000. 

  

We always anticipated a second ñcapital campaignò to pay off the outstanding debt.  Our plan was to announce the 

commencement of the campaign when the original pledges were fully received in 2009.  But because of the very 

adverse economic times that we found ourselves in, we decided to postpone the campaign for at least a year. 

  

In the spring of 2010, we began the campaign with a ñquiet phase.ò  Over the next several months members of the 

Stewardship Team met with several families in the church who had participated in the Building Expansion Cam-

paign.  To date we have received 20 pledges totaling $919,000.  These pledge payments are for 2010 through 2016.  

  

In addition, in the spring and summer of 2010 we set out to payoff our Bank loan which was costing us annual in-

terest of 6%.  Several generous families within the church membership have loaned us a total of $650,000 with a 

combined annual interest rate of under l.5%. 

  

At May 31, 2011 the Churchôs debt relating to the Building Expansion is as follows:

This is the amount of money we plan to raise during our Debt Payoff Campaign. 

  

 The ñPublic Phaseò of our campaign, when we ask everyone in the congregation to participate, will begin on Sun-

day, June 19th ï at both services. 

  

The Debt Payoff Campaign will begin with a short video presentation on how the new facilities are being fully util-

ized each week. 

  

In addition, we will ask each family to prayerfully consider making a pledge to the campaign.  Pledge forms will be 

included in the bulletin that Sunday.

Pentecost 
Pentecost is celebrated seven weeks (50 days) after Easter Sunday, 
hence its name. Pentecost falls on the tenth day after Ascension 
Thursday. Pentecost is historically and symbolically related to the 
Jewish harvest festival of Shavuot, which commemorates God giv-
ing the Ten Commandments at Mount Sinai fifty days after the 
Exodus. Among Christians, Pentecost commemorates the descent 
of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and other followers of Jesus as 
described in the New Testament Acts of the Apostles 2:31 during 
these Jewish "fiftieth day" celebrations in Jerusalem. For this rea-
son,  

Pentecost is sometimes described as the  

"Birthday of the Church".   

The biblical narrative of Pentecost is given in the second chapter of 
the Book of Acts. As recounted in Acts 2:1-4:  The apostles received 
the Holy Spirit and were miraculously enabled to go out into Jeru-
salem prophesying and speaking in languages that all the visitors 
to Jerusalem could understand as told further in Acts 2:4-12.
