CrossWays 
 

What a wonderful Easter and what a tremendous Holy Week.  

The Stations of the Cross were deeply moving.  The Maundy 

Thursday Service of Healing provided a touch of Godôs Spirit 

for the body, the mind, the soul.  Sharing Good Friday with 

our Lutheran friends reminded us of the sacrifice of our Lord 

upon the cross for the sins of the worldéincluding ours.  And 

then there was Easter.  What a joyful celebration! 

 

Under the sovereignty of God, Fridayôs cross was not the final 

word, death was not the final word, pain was not the final 

word.  Resurrection was and is Godôs ultimate word.  Yes, 

suffering, pain, and death are real in our world.  But, Godôs 

great news is that as Jesus rose so we too shall rise.  Hallelu-

jah!!  

 

It seems to me as I reflect on my years in ministry that many 

of us must endure our crosses before we experience our East-

ers. There are dark nights of our soul.  There are the years of 

struggle before we can identify the blessings.  There are times 

of illness or loss which go unexplained for those of us who 

love God and desire the abundant life Jesus promised.  Often I 

hear people talk about having their cross to bear.  What we 

need to remember in the midst of our óway of the crossô is that 

God is the God of Easter and when  we experience it in our 

ñknowerò (as someone once called it) everyday living 

changes forever.   

 

I recently completed Todd Burpoôs book, Heaven is for Real.  

It is an account of understanding heaven through the life-after

-life experience of his young son, Colton.  Through Coltonôs 

experience his minister father was changed forever.  Knowing 

the nature of heaven, hearing of the reality that the promise 

Easter brings, changed forever all the crosses the family had 

to bear.   

 

How unfortunate it is that instead of learning this secret of 

Holy Week, getting to Easter by the Way of the Cross, we get 

crossways in life.  A pastor friend of mine has seen well in-

tentioned Christian people get crossways with each other.  

They seem to have forgotten that worship is about God not 

about themselves.  They seem to have forgotten the example 

of Jesus who listened closely to his world, for 30 years, before 

he began to teach and heal.  They do not demonstrate love and 

respect, two core values of meaningful human relationships.  

They have gotten crossways with one another.  I am sad.  

That part of Godôs family is in pain.  The church may split. 

 

In our community I have seen people who say they are fol-

lowing ñThe Way of the Crossò get crossways with each 

other.  It might be the carry-over of tough business situa-

tions; It might be over a theological emphasis; It might be 

because of financial hard times; It might be because of 

stress within marriage; It might be because of struggles 

with the kids; It might be becauseé   

 

éWhatever the reason, it is easy to get crossways and then 

to lose ñThe Way of the Cross.ò  We allow the stresses of 

this world, our óFridays,ô to rob us of our intimacy with 

God who brings us our Easter.  When we are stuck in a 

spiritual Friday it is hard to participate and receive the car-

ing of Godôs family, Easter.  We stop talking.  We stop 

laughing.  We stop sharing. We stop serving.  We become 

spiritually isolated and attempt to fill a God-shaped hole in 

our life with a plethora of temporal things.   

 

So, what is the way out?  To follow the way of the cross!  

The last thing Jesus said was ñInto your hands I commit my 

spirit, O Lord.ò  We need to refocus in a like fashion.  We 

also need to learn the lessons of living in resurrection 

power.  This is what the Apostle Paul prayed for the early 

Christians. Listen to his Prayer in Ephesians 1:18-21 

 

(Eph 1:18-21 NIV)  I pray also that the eyes of your 

heart may be enlightened in order that you may know 

the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his 

glorious inheritance in the saints, {19} and his incompa-

rably great power for us who believe. That power is like 

the working of his mighty strength, {20} which he ex-

erted in Christ when he raised him from the dead and 

seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms, 

{21} far above all rule and authority, power and domin-

ion, and every title that can be given, not only in the 

present age but also in the one to come. 

 

The power of which he is speaking is the key to resurrec-

tion living.  The Way of the Cross leads us to the power of 

the resurrection.  Donôt let the tendency to get ócrosswaysô 

rob you of the joy and power God intends for you as you 

move from Friday to Sunday, from your cross to the resur-

rection.
